If you want to know the meaning of the secrets of the mysteries of God, you will have to look with your mind to see past the things that confuse your eyes. To begin with, a prophet from the Bible would have viewed the world as flat, and as ending in an abyss at the furthest water’s edge, in much the same way as it was imagined before Columbus sailed off in to history. Consequently, an ancient, standing at the water’s edge at the most easterly point of his known world in his mind’s eye, and facing east, would have imagined the throne of God, differently than you do. After all, the Throne of God, (which is the entire world, as the earth is God’s footstool) culminated with the East Gate, which faces east. What Ezekiel saw in his vision as he gazed upon the East Gate, is what you see right across the bay. Of course he saw it shrouded in the bay fog, so that it looked suspended in the clouds. The relatively calm bay waters are represented in the sea of brass that sat before the alter, in the temple at Jerusalem, which was built according to the visions of the House of God that the Prophets had related. To compare Ezekiel’s vision with the actual location before which you stand; a few notations:

A. The “Wind-ows” of the ancient world had no glass, just openings for the wind.

B. Only half the north and south gates are visible, as both gates are open. The East Gate (in the middle) is closed. Traffic heading south on the pavement of the Golden Gate, enters and the north and always exits at the south. Likewise the traffic entering from the south, exits at the north. Boats sailing east or west follow similar courses.

C. As the tide rolls in, the waters of the Sacramento River are backed up into the delta where the orchards that once lined the river’s banks were located.

D. When the tide goes out, the salt water of the bay receives a shot of fresh water from the river and the waters are “refreshed”. 

E. Down at the south end of the bay the water is left out of the river’s course and so it is “Left for salt” as evidenced by the salt gathering ponds found at the south end of the bay.

F. Most people will tell you that “Israel” is the name of a place and of a bloodline that once lived in that place. But the word, the name, “Israel”, means “those who prevail with God”: meaning, those who can withstand the judgment of God.


Not convinced?  Zechariah, chapter six, tells us about four chariots, whose horse where of four colors and of four different spirits. The spirit of the red horses represents the Native Americans whose spirit the Europeans would encounter when they came to the New World God had promised. That spirit had a reverence for the natural world that Europe had lost. There spirit would remain a part of the American spirit and manifest itself in the “Environmental movement” of today. The spirit of the Black horses “quieted the spirit” of the Lord as they headed north, as they represent the freed slaves of the “Underground Railroad”, the “Abolitionist” movement; for from the days of Moses, God has been fighting for the freedom of Mankind. The “Grisled and Bay” horses of the “King James” version of the Bible were finally properly identified in “The Revised Standard Addition” Bible version of the 1950’s (that was improved by the discover of “The Dead Sea Scrolls” in 1948) as “Dappled Grey”. Hence: the spirit is that of those who would enslave others out of fear or out of greed. That spirit is said to have headed south, but all four spirits roam the earth still. The White spirit is, of course, the “Christian” spirit that arrived with the “Mayflower”. After the “Civil War” it migrated westward to complete the circumnavigation of the globe until it reached the East Gate, which faces east. Also known as the “Horse Gate”. The Prince enters the east gate and the door is closed behind except for when the ”Continual Free Will Offering” is made. The provision for that offering was given by the Hebrew People as tithe, that is, a tenth portion of the offering made toward the building and then the re-building of the Temple in Jerusalem. It runs out in 2011.

38 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that the city shall be built to the LORD from the tower of Hananeel unto the gate of the corner. 39 And the measuring line shall yet go forth over against it upon the hill Gareb, and shall compass about to Goath. 40 And the whole valley of the dead bodies, and of the ashes, and all the fields unto the brook of Kidron, unto the corner of the horse gate toward the east, shall be holy unto the LORD; it shall not be plucked up, nor thrown down any more for ever.

I have come to contend with you Herald. I am come to explain that while you are right to preach the end of the age and to sound the trumpet, you continue to use church doctrine to explain what the passing of the age means.
I am not a speaker. I am a man of letters. But if you will let me speak, I will give three examples of your misguided teachings and then I will disclose my authority and compare it to yours for the people to judge. Are we agreed?

1. You and those like you, teach that the true believers will be gathered up to heaven ahead of the terrible end of the world. Yet when we read the parable of the wheat and tares, it is clear from the master’s instructions to those who tend the fields, that the weeds, that is, the tares, will be gathered up first and burned before the wheat is harvested. 

2. You teach that because Jesus said He went to Heaven to become one with the Father, that Jesus was God on earth and is now God. But Jesus said that we could be one with Him even as He was one with the Father, making you like the Mormons and the Scientologists, who believe that they will be Gods. To understand the meaning of being one with Christ, Jesus is given the title of the 
“Bridegroom” as an example, because in marriage we become one with another, but we don’t become the other. So that Jesus was a man. But He was no ordinary man. He was the Christ prophesied; which is to say that He was the man perfected in the law and without sin: He has overcome death and is sent to guide the world 

as its King. But though he is one with the Father, He is not the Father, nor is anyone His equal and you diminish His accomplishment when you say that He suffered and died without having to trust in the Father unto death.
3. Concerning the living creature with four faces in the visions of Ezekiel: you have taught that it is a representation of 

The Christ to come, but his identity is found in Matt 11:1111 Verily I say unto you, Among them that are born of women there hath not risen a greater than John the Baptist: notwithstanding he that is least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he. 

Matt 11:11 (KJV)

and so he has the face of a man because he is a man born of a woman. Matt 11:25  25 At that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes.

This is the face of a child and the spirit of innocence and unfailing belief in things that adults no longer believe in. Satan has said that mankind is not worthy to be served by the host of heaven and you have said similar things. But it has been promised in “Revelations” that there will come a time when the world will rise to the occasion and swallow up the flood sent forth by the dragon. Gen 3:24  24 So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubim, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.

these are the Children of God who likewise have believed and kept the faith and used the word of God, which is the Laws of Gods, to guard the way back to Eden. So this is the meaning and the spirit of the face of a child. Matt 11:26-30 26 Even so, Father: for so it seemed good in thy sight. 27 All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him. 28 Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.

So the ox shows another of the spirits embodied in this man: he has taken on the yoke of the Lord. Because he is yoked to the Lord He guards the law of God like a lion roaring over its prey as described in Isaiah 31:4  4 For thus hath the LORD spoken unto me, Like as the lion and the young lion roaring on his prey, when a multitude of shepherds is called forth against him, he will not be afraid of their voice, nor abase himself for the noise of them: so shall the LORD of hosts come down to fight for mount Zion, and for the hill thereof.

John 16:12-15 12 I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now. 13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. 14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you.

Let me show you verse 2 from the Revised Standard Edition: “But for you who fear my name the sun of righteousness shall arise, with healing in its wings. You shall go forth leaping like calves from a stall.” They have become free of the stall, and their confinement therein. (Not like cattle at all. Not like the big encumbered herd animals they will become) They are newly born, romping and reveling in their lives and the freedoms of their new existence. It is the free will given of God and they choose the Law of God. Malachi Chapter 4:33 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet in the day that I shall do this, saith the LORD of hosts.

  So this is the meaning of the calf’s foot.

The last face is the face of an eagle. It is the insignia of the New Jerusalem born of the Pilgrims’ promise. The New World discovered at high noon of the sixth day of creation. But to understand these things you will need to look to my credentials. Suffice to say, he is an American.

As for our credentials:


I have delivered the word of the Lord into the world these last dozen years with all the resources I have without the aid of any man:  My home, my business, my good credit; I have exhausted them all and paid the taxes, leaving me homeless and bankrupt and still dedicated to do all I am commanded.


You have built up Family Radio as a “Non-profit”; according to your receptionist. So I ask you, “From who do the kings of the earth take their tribute? From their sons, or from the sons of others?”


The story of the householder and the man who came knocking in the night to ask for bread for his guests requires an understanding of a culture foreign to ours. 2 In the visions of God brought he me into the land of Israel, and set me upon a very high mountain, by which was as the frame of a city on the south. 3 And he brought me thither, and, behold, there was a man, whose appearance was like the appearance of brass, with a line of flax in his hand, and a measuring reed; and he stood in the gate. 4 And the man said unto me, Son of man, behold with thine eyes, and hear with thine ears, and set thine heart upon all that I shall shew thee; for to the intent that I might shew them unto thee art thou brought hither: declare all that thou seest to the house of Israel.

6 Then came he unto the gate which looketh toward the east, and went up the stairs thereof, and measured the threshold of the gate,

And the little chambers of the gate eastward were three on this side, and three on that side; they three were of one measure: and the posts had one measure on this side and on that side. 11 And he measured the breadth of the entry of the gate, ten cubits; and the length of the gate

14 He made also posts of threescore cubits, even unto the post of the court round about the gate. 15 And from the face of the gate of the entrance unto the face of the porch of the inner gate were fifty cubits. 16 And there were narrow windows to the little chambers, and to their posts within the gate round about, and likewise to the arches: and windows were round about inward: and upon each post were palm trees. 17 Then brought he me into the outward court, and, lo, there were chambers, and a pavement made for the court round about: thirty chambers were upon the pavement. 18 And the pavement by the side of the gates over against the length of the gates was the lower pavement. 19 Then he measured the breadth from the forefront of the lower gate unto the forefront of the inner court without, an hundred cubits eastward and northward. 20 And the gate of the outward court that looked toward the north, he measured the length thereof, and the breadth thereof. 21 And the little chambers thereof were three on this side and three on that side; and the posts thereof and the arches thereof were after the measure of the first gate: the length thereof was fifty cubits, and the breadth five and twenty cubits. 22 And their windows, and their arches, and their palm trees, were after the measure of the gate that looketh toward the east; and they went up unto it by seven steps; and the arches thereof were before them. 23 And the gate of the inner court was over against the gate toward the north, and toward the east; and he measured from gate to gate an hundred cubits. 24 After that he brought me toward the south, and behold a gate toward the south: and he measured the posts thereof and the arches thereof according to these measures. 25 And there were windows in it and in the arches thereof round about, like those windows: the length was fifty cubits, and the breadth five and twenty cubits. 26 And there were seven steps to go up to it, and the arches thereof were before them: and it had palm trees, one on this side, and another on that side, upon the posts thereof. 

     27 And there was a gate in the inner court toward the south: and he measured from gate to gate toward the south an hundred cubits. 28 And he brought me to the inner court by the south gate: and he measured the south gate according to these measures; 29 And the little chambers thereof, and the posts thereof, and the arches thereof, according to these measures: and there were windows in it and in the arches thereof round about

And the chamber whose prospect is toward the north is for the priests, the keepers of the charge of the altar: these are the sons of Zadok among the sons of Levi, which come near to the LORD to minister unto him. 

Ezek 40:46 (KJV)

And the side chambers were three, one over another, and thirty in order; and they entered into the wall which was of the house for the side chambers round about, that they might have hold, but they had not hold in the wall of the house. 7 And there was an enlarging, and a winding about still upward to the side chambers: for the winding about of the house went still upward round about the house: therefore the breadth of the house was still upward, and so increased from the lowest chamber to the highest by the midst.

 And the doors of the side chambers were toward the place that was left, one door toward the north, and another door toward the south:

1 Afterward he brought me to the gate, even the gate that looketh toward the east: 2 And, behold, the glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east: and his voice was like a noise of many waters: and the earth shined with his glory. 3 And it was according to the appearance of the vision which I saw, even according to the vision that I saw when I came to destroy the city: and the visions were like the vision that I saw by the river Chebar; and I fell upon my face. 4 And the glory of the LORD came into the house by the 

way of the gate whose prospect is toward the east. 5 So the spirit took me up, and brought me into the inner court; and, behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house. 6 And I heard him speaking unto me out of the house; and the man stood by me. 

The sin of Israel had prevented God's presence

     7 And he said unto me, Son of man, the place of my throne, and the place of the soles of my feet, where I will dwell in the midst of the children of Israel for ever, and my holy name, shall the house of Israel no more defile, neither they, nor their kings, by their 

whoredom, nor by the carcases of their kings in their high places. 8 In their setting of their threshold by my thresholds, and their post by my posts, and the wall between me and them, they have even defiled my holy name by their abominations that they have committed: wherefore I have consumed them in mine anger. 9 Now let them put away their whoredom, and the carcases of their kings, far from me, and I will dwell in the midst of them for ever. 10 Thou son of man, shew the house to the house of Israel, that they may be ashamed of their iniquities: and let them measure the pattern. 11 And if they be ashamed of all that they have done, shew them the form of the house, and the fashion thereof, and the goings out thereof, and the comings in thereof, and all the forms thereof, and all the ordinances thereof, and all the forms thereof, and all the laws thereof: and write it in their sight, that they may keep the whole form thereof, and all the ordinances thereof, and do them. 12 This is the law of the house; Upon the top of the mountain the whole limit thereof round about shall be most holy. Behold, this is the law of the house.

The door posts, and the narrow windows, and the galleries round about on their three stories  1 Then he brought me back the way of the gate of the outward sanctuary which looketh toward the east; and it was shut. 2 Then said the LORD unto me; This gate shall be shut, it shall not be opened, and no man shall enter in by it; because the LORD, the God of Israel, hath entered in by it, therefore it shall be shut. 3 It is for the prince; the prince, he shall sit in it to eat bread before the LORD; he shall enter by the way of the porch of that gate, and shall go out by the way of the same.

Thus saith the Lord GOD; The gate of the inner court that looketh toward the east shall be shut the six working days; but on the sabbath it shall be opened, and in the day of the new moon it shall be opened

9 But when the people of the land shall come before the LORD in the solemn feasts, he that entereth in by the way of the north gate to worship shall go out by the way of the south gate; and he that entereth by the way of the south gate shall go forth by the way of the north gate: he shall not return by the way of the gate whereby he came in, but shall go forth over against it. 10 And the prince in the midst of them, when they go in, shall go in; and when they go forth, shall go forth.

Afterward he brought me again unto the door of the house; and, behold, waters issued out from under the threshold of the house eastward: for the forefront of the house stood toward the east, and the waters came down from under from the right side of the house, at the south side of the altar. 2 Then brought he me out of the way of the gate northward, and led me about the way without unto the utter gate by the way that looketh eastward; and, behold, there ran out waters on the right side. 3 And when the man that had the line in his hand went forth eastward, he measured a thousand cubits, and he brought me through the waters; the waters were to the ankles. 4 Again he measured a thousand, and brought me through the waters; the waters were to the knees. Again he measured a thousand, and brought me through; the waters were to the loins. 5 Afterward he measured a thousand; and it was a river that I could not pass over: for the waters were risen, waters to swim in, a river that could not be passed over. 6 And he said unto me, Son of man, hast thou seen this? Then he brought me, and caused me to return to the brink of the river. 7 Now when I 

had returned, behold, at the bank of the river were very many trees on the one side and on the other. 8 Then said he unto me, These waters issue out toward the east country, and go down into the desert, and go into the sea: which being brought forth into the sea, the waters shall be healed. 9 And it shall come to pass, that every thing that liveth, which moveth, whithersoever the rivers shall come, shall live: and there shall be a very great multitude of fish, because these waters shall come thither: for they shall be healed; and every thing shall live whither the river cometh. 10 And it shall come to pass, that the fishers shall stand upon it from Engedi even unto Eneglaim; they shall be a place to spread forth nets; their fish shall be according to their kinds, as the fish of the great sea, exceeding many. 11 But the miry places thereof and the marishes thereof shall not be healed; they shall be given to salt. 12 And by the river upon the bank thereof, on this side and on that side, shall grow all trees for meat, whose leaf shall not fade, neither shall the fruit thereof be consumed: it shall bring forth new fruit according to his months, because their waters they issued out of the sanctuary: and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. 

The borders of the land

     13 Thus saith the Lord GOD; This shall be the border, whereby ye shall inherit the land according to the twelve tribes of Israel: Joseph shall have two portions. 14 And ye shall inherit it, one as well as another: concerning the which I lifted up mine hand to give it unto your fathers: and this land shall fall unto you for inheritance. 15 And this shall be the border of the land toward the north side, from the great sea, the way of Hethlon, as men go to Zedad; 16 Hamath, Berothah, Sibraim, which is between the border of Damascus and the border of Hamath; Hazarhatticon, which is by the coast of Hauran. 17 And the border from the sea shall be Hazarenan, the border of Damascus, and the north northward, and the border of Hamath. And this is the north side. 18 And the east side ye shall measure from Hauran, and from Damascus, and from Gilead, and from the land of Israel by Jordan, from the border unto the east sea. And this is the east side. 19 And the south side southward, from Tamar even to the waters of strife in Kadesh, the river to the great sea. And this is the south side southward. 20 The west side also shall be the great sea from the border, till a man come over against Hamath. This is the west side. 21 So shall ye divide this land unto you according to the tribes of Israel. 22 And it shall come to pass, that ye shall divide it by lot for an inheritance unto you, and to the strangers that sojourn among you, which shall beget children among you: and they shall be unto you as born in the country among the children of Israel; they shall have inheritance with you among the tribes of Israel. 23 And it shall come to pass, that in what tribe the stranger sojourneth, there shall ye give him his inheritance, saith the Lord GOD.

By the double crown of Joshua are shown the temple and kingdom of Christ the Branch

     9 And the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, 10 Take of them of the captivity, even of Heldai, of Tobijah, and of Jedaiah, which are come from Babylon, and come thou the same day, and go into the house of Josiah the son of Zephaniah; 11 Then take silver and gold, and make crowns, and set them upon the head of Joshua the son of Josedech, the high priest; 12 And speak unto him, saying, Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold the man whose name is The BRANCH; and he shall grow up out of his place, and he shall build the temple of the LORD: 13 Even he shall build the temple of the LORD; and he shall bear the glory, and shall sit and rule upon his throne; and he shall be a priest upon his throne: and the counsel of peace shall be between them both. 14 And the crowns shall be to Helem, and to Tobijah, and to Jedaiah, and to Hen the son of Zephaniah, for a memorial in the temple of the LORD. 15 And they that are far off shall come and build in the temple of the LORD, and ye shall know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me unto you. And this shall come to pass, if ye will diligently obey the voice of the LORD your God.
