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If I were to ask you, “Which is the most powerful Church in America?” its doubtful that you would answer, “The Church of Science.” Yet that is the state of things. It is free to teach its doctrine in Federally Funded Public Schools and other Public Places. It is awarded billions of dollars in Government Grants to further its cause. Most importantly, it is allowed to speak as the voice of truth without any real debate because, those who are allowed to debate against it, are chosen by its defenders. But, make no mistake, today’s “Science” is a belief system, and as such, it is basically a religion. The reason it is so powerful is that while its moral objectives do not change much over time, any time any of its fundamental suppositions are found to be flawed: Science admits it was wrong and keeps its supposed integrity. All other religions cling to disproved doctrines so that those who make their living from selling that particular brand of religion can save face as well as save their livelihood. That’s unfortunate because it is not God that is wrong or false, it is the interpretation of His message that has been corrupted. Even though God Himself warned that His “Word” and its secrets were “Sealed” until the appointed time, those who foolishly misrepresent God are used to discredit His “Word”.

In a “File” within “The Book of Answers”, entitled “Red Button”, I once took a look at Genesis starting at its first chapter and verse. I was making the point that it is the interpretation of God’s Word by blind guides that is in conflict with the truth. In returning to those few pages I find that I can, and should, do better.

1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. Gen 1:1 (KJV)

That’s pretty straightforward. It’s a statement: now how did He do it?

2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. Gen 1:2 (KJV)

I must be careful here. It is easy to imagine that in the aftermath of “The Big Bag” that the Earth was a molten blob of rock hurling through space with gases and vapors in the mix. If such a glob were flying through our atmosphere the gases would be striped away, but they would all remain together in the vacuum of space.

Now Science claims that all that existed in the aftermath of the Big Bang was Helium and that the forces of fusion, such as occur on our sun, caused all the other elements to emerge. If that’s the case, then the earth and its waters still exist in their “larval stage” of helium, void and without form, until the ignition of a sun. This is after all a “Creation Story”, not a physics doctorial. In fact, it could be argued that while ancient man might have expected the Earth to be made “whole” and complete, the Bible puts forth a more evolutionary depiction. It should also be mentioned here that Physicits insist that “The Big Bang” happened “everywhere, all at once” rather than from an epicenter outward according to “Natural Law”. Since anything that happens outside “Natural Law” is by definition “Supernatural”, their science rests on the Supernatural.

   3 And God said, Let there be light: and there was light. 4 And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided the light from the darkness. 5 And God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And the evening and the morning were the first day. Gen 1:3-5 (KJV)

So the Bible has put forward the idea that light is not the stationary state of matter and inferred that God started the fusion process in the course of setting up the universe we inhabit along with the world we live in. At some point, the Earth stops traveling in a straight trajectory after having become converted to the elements we find on it today. It succumbs to the gravity of the sun, establishing an orbit as it begins to rotate. That rotation creates a gravitational force that pulls the earth into its spherical shape as the gases are suspended above a spinning molten orb. Because the Earth is still molten, the only place that gases can liquefy is at the outer reaches of the atmosphere where it is cool. It is not an atmosphere as we recognize it. The gases are toxic and condense into chemicals that are likewise toxic; to fall from altitude in a toxic rain that vaporizes before it reaches the molten surface. It is furious and chaotic until the Earth’s surface cools enough to allow liquids to accumulate and a space to form between the liquid on the ground and the vapors in the clouds that form overhead. These clouds above will one day carry enormous amounts of clean refreshing rain as referenced by Job (rent means to be torn to pieces):

8 He bindeth up the waters in his thick clouds; and the cloud is not rent under them.      Job 26:8 (KJV)

   6 And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. 7 And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so. Gen 1:6-7 (KJV)

This space “between” is the place where Mankind will one day take his and her place on Earth. This “firmament” between the waters, or clouds above and the seas and rivers and lakes (the waters below) was made just for us. With time, this “firmament” will become rich in CO² that will support the plant life to come, which will in turn, create the oxygen needed to one day support the animal life from which we will ultimately come. I’m not enough of an astronomer to tell you when “Science” figured out that the other planets didn’t have a life-sustaining atmosphere like the one on Earth. But I can tell you that millennia before Mankind imagined that the Earth was round, the Bible had described the formation of our atmosphere and this is what God said about it:

8 And God called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the morning were the second day. Gen 1:8 (KJV)

The thing about calling it a “Firmament” is that not even all Modern Peoples think of our air as a medium like some very thin water. Sure, when you put your had out the window of a moving car you get a sense of “Firmness”. The wind pushes too, but that’s not the same as static air. Wind has energy attached. The striking thing about calling our atmosphere the “firmament” is that it intimated that it terminates somewhere above the clouds. Yes, anybody who ever climbed a mountain understands that the air gets thinner as you climb. But even on Mt. Everest you are still miles below “Space”. Either way, that “Sweet Spot” that was destined to be the future home for all the living creatures God saw fit to protect from the flood, was the place God called “heaven”. Your Church didn’t explain that to you though, did it. Your science would have you believe it never was. But it was and it is. Its not a parallel universe such as science might imagine. It’s more an alternate reality that we can return to if we believe “ON” Jesus, rather than just “In” Jesus. 

 9 And God said, Let the waters under the heaven be gathered together unto one place, and let the dry land appear: and it was so. 10 And God called the dry land Earth; and the gathering together of the waters called he Seas: and God saw that it was good. Gen 1:9-10 (KJV)

This is not difficult. Volcanoes and Tectonic plates are the scientific names given to the devises God used to perform the aforementioned outcomes. Again, Moses’ description is spot on and millennia before we knew the world was round.

11 And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so. 12 And the earth brought forth grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, after his kind: and God saw that it was good. 13 And the evening and the morning were the third day. 

Gen 1:11-13 (KJV)

“whose seed was in itself,” This is a description of the first single celled plant that existed on Earth. It is the prototype and the beginning of all plant life to come (as described above), according to “Science”. Again, the fact that we are not taken through the evolutionary process step by step, isn’t hard to understand given the nature of the thinking of the first recipients of these text.

Creation of the sun, moon and stars

     14 And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day from the night; and let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days, and years: 15 And let them be for lights in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth: and it was so. 16 And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also. 17 And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth, 18 And to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the light from the darkness: and God saw that it was good. 19 And the evening and the morning were the fourth day. Gen 1:14-19 (KJV)

Lets begin by discussing the text added by the software people on the disk I used to copy from the King James Version of The Holy Bible. They have interpreted that this text says God created our sun on the forth day. That appears to be in conflict with “Let there be Light” on the first day in Genesis 1:3 if we want to use our sun to put our earth in orbit. But even the sun doesn’t shine into the firmament until the chaos within the atmosphere subsides. More importantly, the “Text” of Genesis 1:14-19 (KJV) says no such thing. By adding an orbiting moon, the Earth moves from one light to two: “Lights”. It seems only logical that the addition of a moon pulled into Earth’s orbit would follow the placing of the Earth in orbit around the sun rather than the moon spinning in a circle in space waiting for the Earth to slide into the center of the moon’s orbit around nothing, doesn’t it? It’s the moon that effects tides and predicts the seasons. You must remember, the ancient Hebrew language doesn’t always translate exactly into English. If you eliminate the word “And” from the beginning of verse 16, the sentence becomes a simple restatement of the facts, rather than a statement establishing the first appearance of each light in the firmament. 

“Science” used to point to the establishment of the sun on the forth day and scoff that plants couldn’t exist before the sun did. Then, just in the last decade or so, science found sulfurous vents in the black abyss at the bottom of the ocean that are currently their best guess as to where life on Earth began. But unlike the Churches and the Mosques and the Synagogues, the Church of Science simply shrugged and proclaimed, “Look what we discovered!”

  20 And God said, Let the waters bring forth abundantly the moving creature that hath life, and fowl that may fly above the earth in the open firmament of heaven. 21 And God created great whales, and every living creature that moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after their kind, and every winged fowl after his kind: and God saw that it was good. 22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth. 23 And the evening and the morning were the fifth day. Gen 1:20-23 (KJV)

This is pretty straightforward. First we get an atmosphere and then we get flora to convert the CO² into oxygen in the oceans, and in that atmosphere, and then we’re ready for fishes and even fishes with lungs in preparation for the next big step: Right? I know. Your thinking, “What about ‘every winged fowl’.” But look at what follows in chapter 1, verse 24-25. You move from sea creatures and winged creatures, right to domesticated animals. What’s missing? Isn’t it the High Priests of “Science” who teach that dinosaurs where the first birds?

  24 And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creature after his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after his kind: and it was so. 25 And God made the beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind: and God saw that it was good. Gen 1:24-25 (KJV)


So the firmament is now full of flora and fauna and such, except for the discussion of dinosaurs. I’m going with the idea that, once again, the subject material would have been a little over the heads of the reader.

 26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. 28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth. Gen 1:26-28 (KJV)


If you want to get into the whole “Image” thing, I would suggest you visit the audio file entitled, “The Beginning of the Unification” in “The Book of Answers”. The contention is that in the end, just as it was in the beginning, all that there will be is an unraveled universe converted to nothing but energy: “E”, as in E=MC². It is as close to understanding what and who God is as I believe we are capable of; and in the end, “E” is what we and everything else are made up of, at our core. But more than that, it is what our thoughts are made of and somehow that translates into the promise of a conscious “Afterlife” in the company of the Father, who is capable of anything.

   29 And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat. 30 And to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein there is life, I have given every green herb for meat: and it was so. 

     31 And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day. Gen 1:29-31 (KJV)

     1 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them. 2 And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. 3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made. Gen 2:1-3 (KJV)

I hope you found this helpful. Chapter one ends by calling this the sixth day evening and morning, but there is still work to be done. This Creation Story is more than just an explanation of how we got here. The references to days, that become days of the week, are obviously not to be taken at face value and the “Key” to their meaning has to do with another timeline altogether. Jesus confounded His accusers by asking them how King David could have said “and the Lord said to my Lord, come sit at my right hand” when King David was referring to an offspring of David’s own linage. Just so, you are confounded by your sense of time. 
God has said He will make a footstool of the world for His anointed Son. He will not rest until that is accomplished and on the seventh day He rested. The reign of The Christ is for a thousand years: for six days men are to labor, but the seventh day is called “The Sabbath”. Jesus is Lord of the Sabbath and He reigns at the right hand of the Father for a thousand years (which is like a day to God according to the Psalms). Evolution is the tool of God. The Bible’s record of the genealogy of Mankind is difficult to accept in the face of the knowledge of science. But if we add the Bible’s tally of Mankind all the way back to Adam and Eve, as early scholars of the Abrahamic Tradition have, we arrive at a figure of 4004 BC. If we add to that figure, the two thousand years since our Christ was delivered according to Prophecy, we find ourselves at the beginning of the seventh millennium; and a day id like a thousand years to the Lord. Moreover, God’s instruction to Mankind set in motion an evolution in Spirit that is manifest in the transition from the Old Law of retribution to the New Law of forgiveness as instructed according to the only prayer Jesus gave us. The battle that wages between light and darkness is a battle to replace the Old Spirit with the New Spirit through “Rebirth of Spirit” and it culminates in the triumph of the “First Resurrection”: which is a resurrection of the Spirit.
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
