This is the Bible:

A. Torah

B. Talmud

C. New Testament

The Bible gives us the Laws we are to live by. Some people look at the Old Testament and its laws about stoning people to-death for this and for that, and they say, “How brutal God is.” But God didn’t first appear to a people of an age that was kind. They stoned each other any time a mob was gathered together by some instigator who used them to beat or to kill someone else. An Eye for an Eye and A Tooth For A Tooth, was a limit on barbarians, not a demand for brutality. Those who cut off a hand in retaliation for the theft of a loaf of bread, have misunderstood God’s message of limitation: so that he who cuts off the hand for a loaf of bread, owes a hand in return for a loaf of bread under Old Testament Law. 

The Bible is also the proof that there is one and only One True God. The proof is given in the Prophecies fulfilled. But because God can’t be tested, we have to wait until the appointed time, when all has been fulfilled and revealed. Because of that truth, there have been a lot of misconceptions about the Bible by people who want to tell you what they cannot know.

   9 Stay yourselves, and wonder; cry ye out, and cry: they are drunken, but not with wine; they stagger, but not with strong drink. 10 For the LORD hath poured out upon you the spirit of deep sleep, and hath closed your eyes: the prophets and your rulers, the seers hath he covered. 11 And the vision of all is become unto you as the words of a book that is sealed, which men deliver to one that is learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I cannot; for it is sealed: 12 And the book is delivered to him that is not learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I am not learned. 13 Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men: 14 Therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a marvellous work among this people, even a marvellous work and a wonder: for the wisdom of their wise men shall perish, and the understanding of their prudent men shall be hid. 15 Woe unto them that seek deep to hide their counsel from the LORD, and their works are in the dark, and they say, Who seeth us? and who knoweth us? 16 Surely your turning of things upside down shall be esteemed as the potter's clay: for shall the work say of him that made it, He made me not? or shall the thing framed say of him that framed it, He had no understanding? 

Isaiah 29:9-16 (KJV)

The Bible is a source of great power. Any book that fosters a religion will hold great power by virtue of the fact that those who control how the book is interpreted are the ones who either sanctify or reject those who want to rule over the people who believe in the book and its religion. These people, in this excerpt from Isaiah, who say, “who sees us” and “who knoweth us”, are the people who have interpreted the Bible to their own ends and for their own gain. To unlock what was sealed, you have to have the keys. You also have to wait until the appointed time: and you need someone who can read but is not “learned” (educated in the church).

17 When I saw Him, I fell at His feet like a dead man. He laid His right hand on me, and said, “Don’t be afraid! I am the First and the Last, 
18 and the Living One. I was dead, but look—I am alive forever and ever, and I hold the keys of death and • Hades. 
19 Therefore write what you have seen, what is, and what will take place after this. 
20 The secret of the seven stars you saw in My right hand, and of the seven gold lamp stands, is this: the seven stars are the angels of the seven churches, and the seven lamp stands are the seven churches. 

Rev 1:17-20 (HCSB)

 
So what keys did Jesus give us to unlock the Bible? In this bit of Revelation, He begins by showing us that there is a light put into the world by each church according to the doctrine it teaches, represented as a lamp stand on Earth. There is also a “Spirit” by which the members of a Church conduct themselves and that Spiritual nature is represented as a light-giving Star elevated above the Earth. He also teaches in Metaphor to show us that one of the tools necessary to unlock what is sealed up is parable, or metaphor.

 Let’s look at the Bible itself. We see the first “foreshadow”, that there will one day be a completed “Bible” (as we know it), in the story of Noah. Noah is assigned the task of safeguarding all the Earth’s living things by placing them in an “Ark” which God instructs him how to build. It is called an Ark because the hull of the ship is a simple ark or arch placed up side down. Both ends of the Ark’s hull are the same, like a huge rudderless bobber steered by the Will of God. Into the Ark is placed the hope of the survival of the Earth against the flood that God is sending into the world to destroy the Mighty Men. These are men of war who live by the laws of domination rather than the Laws of God.


Fast forward to the Hebrew People in Exodus out of Egypt and we see God giving Moses the “Ten Commandments”. These Commandments are the Law that God gave Mankind. They are the hope for the future of Mankind against those who rule the world by might and domination; and where are they placed? In an Ark designed by God: An Ark of the “Covenant”. God demonstrates the power of His Law metaphorically in the battle for Jericho by destroying an evil People using the Law placed in covenant within the Ark. He also gives Moses the first five “Books” known as the Torah, to begin the construction of the Bible.


Fast forward once again and we find many of God’s Prophecies fulfilled in the coming of God’s promised Christ, Jesus. Some of the prophecies he fulfilled made some of God’s mysteries clear to the Jews of His day, even though they are hidden from you by another of the “keys” needed to unlock what was sealed. You may recall the Kevin Cosner movie “Dances With Wolves”. That was the name given to the soldier who became a member of a Native American tribe in the movie. He takes a wife whose name is “Stands With A Fist”. She was once a captive of the tribe who was treated badly by the women of the tribe. That changed the day that she knocked one of the women to the ground with a blow to the face and stood over her making a fist, asking the rest of the women if there was now anyone else who wanted to call her bad names. That’s how she got her name. We know the character of these two by their names. No one in the tribe addresses “Stands With A Fist” without remembering why she was so named. Likewise, no one addresses her husband without mussing on the mystical nature of a man who can dance with wolves. But if I said their given names to you in the language of their tribe, those names would mean no more to you than Bob or Steve or Jill. So it is with the names of people and places in the Bible.


As Christians, you probably know that Jesus came “Out Of Galilee”. He is called the Galilean. But you probably don’t know that Galilee means “Revolution, wheel, and heap”. “Heap” is a synonym for “multitude”. So that, the very act of his coming out of Galilee, was an act of insurrection. He knew it. The People most certainly knew it. He was referencing Ezekiel’s Wheel. Wheels turn in revolution. This Wheel of Ezekiel’s vision is “Raised Up” in the air. It marks the beginning of a Spiritual revolution of the multitudes that is still going on today. But just as you probably missed the references made by the word Galilee, the Hebrews failed to understand the metaphor of a wheel elevated in the air. They wanted a physical revolution of Mighty Men and bloodshed, ending in the domination of Israel over the World. Still, it isn’t until Jesus goes to, and then comes out of Galilee, that He says the Kingdom of heaven is at Hand (within reach).


After three hundred years, the revolution that Jesus started has become a force that Rome and its Caesar can’t control. So Caesar decides to gather all the Christians and their manuscripts of “The Gospel According To Christ”, together under his control by proclaiming that he has been converted and that he, Caesar, has been given the authority of Peter to head the Church that Christ is building. But just as with Dances With Wolves and Stands With A Fist and Galilee: Caesar doesn’t understand the language and so he is undone.

 13 When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am? 14 And they said, Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets. 15 He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? 16 And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven. 18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 19 And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. 20 Then charged he his disciples that they should tell no man that he was Jesus the Christ. 

Matt 16:13-20 (KJV)


Simon is indeed renamed “Peter” and Peter does indeed mean “Rock”, but as the disciples present at the time would have known, “Peter” also means “Stone”. 

“1 So rid yourselves of all wickedness, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and all slander. 
2 Like newborn infants, desire the unadulterated spiritual milk, so that you may grow by it in [your] salvation,  
3 since you have tasted that the Lord is good. 
4 Coming to Him, a living stone—rejected by men but chosen and valuable to God— 
5 you yourselves, as living stones, are being built into a spiritual house for a holy priesthood to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 
6 For it stands in Scripture: Look! I lay a stone in Zion, a chosen and valuable cornerstone, and the one who believes in Him will never be put to shame!” 

1 Peter 2:1-6 (HCSB


What Simon had recognized was that the prophecies, given by God the Father through the Prophets, had described Jesus as the Christ of those Prophecies. It was on those Prophecies of the Father that Jesus was saying He would build His Church. The Law is the Foundation given to us by God upon which to build “Zion” and the Prophecies are the proof of the existence of that One True God who “alone” has the RIGHT to proclaim LAW. Simon had been promoted to a “living stone” within “that spiritual house”: not to the foundation of the house. It was the “Rock” foundation of the Word of God Himself upon which Jesus was building even as He fulfilled Prophesies, which established the validity of “The Rock”. The Apostles understood, but Caesar clearly didn’t, and that too, was prophesied.

“ 
7 So the honor is for you who believe; but for the unbelieving, The stone that the builders rejected— this One has become the cornerstone, and 
8 A stone that causes men to stumble, and a rock that trips them up.  They stumble by disobeying the message; they were destined for this.” 

1 Peter 2:7-8 (HCSB)

So we saw the hope of Mankind placed in Noah’s Ark. Then we saw it placed in the Ark of the Covenant. With Jesus we see the arrival of the Law made simple, the yoke made easy: “Love thy God with all your heart and soul and treat others as you would be treated.” We are also given the keys needed to discern God’s plan and prove its Authority. This then became the “Hope of Mankind” placed in the Ark we call Bible, complete with the Old Testament and the New in a voyage across time. This Ark would be jealously guarded by Caesar for the sake of its power for twelve centuries before fate would intervene. The story is not dissimilar to how Steven Spielberg imagined it in “Raiders of the Lost Ark”. Caesar had taken charge of a power that was beyond his control. In order to subvert and subjugate its power, he forbade the “Heap” (the multitudes) from reading God’s Word for them selves. He misrepresented the meaning of the firmament called Heaven in Genesis, and so the warnings at the end of The Book of Revelation came to pass as promised in an Age of Darkness, along a timeline predestined and prophesied to the Glory of God. 

The “Reformation” that would usher in “The Age of Enlightenment” would see the realization of a split in Christian Theology. The notion that forgiveness of sin could be accomplished by works or by the payment of legal tender without a change in Spirit, was undone. The realization that one had to be “Reborn” of a new Spirit that is changed from the spirit that had committed the sin, gave birth to an enlightened religion and a Promised Land in a New World into which the Ark we call the Bible was carried. But those who led the reformation were “Learned Men” trained in the misguided interpretations of the Bible by the church in Rome. While they had made a great leap forward, their understanding was still mired in mythologies that ancient Rome and its Caesar had injected in the religion. Because Caesar had claimed to be a god, and likewise, so many of the other Roman gods had also been men, they saw Jesus as an incarnation of God, when He was and is, an incarnation of The Law perfected in a “Son of Man”. Where He not a Son of Man, all your hopes for the resurrection, of men and women alike, would be based on the resurrection of God. Where He not a Son of Man, His promise that you could be “one” with Him, even as He is “One” with God, would see you hope to become God, when you cannot become God. As the Law was from the beginning and God’s plan, of which Jesus was a pivotal part, was also from the beginning, so too was Jesus from the beginning, even unto the end: and you can become “one” with Jesus as Jesus is “one” with God “in the Law” if your failures are forgiven as a result of your repentance.


As the Protestants found reasons to dispute the doctrines of each other’s Churches, they developed their own doctrines. The “Pentecostals” built an entire denomination on an interpretation of what was merely a metaphorical sign of the Latter Days, when the world will have a language as common as today’s English. Each new doctrine would carefully pick those passages of the Bible that served to confirm their doctrine and arrange them neatly like vegetables in a garden. Those passages that are in conflict with the doctrine of any congregation will be ignored or even denied like a weed plucked up from that manicured garden: like Jesus praying to God, or asking God to “remove this cup” or “why hast thou forsaken me?” The mustard seed is seen as a weed in most gardens and so Jesus likened His Church to a mustard seed that is only allowed to grow in the wilderness, where gardeners of doctrine are not to be found. When it grows, the mustard seed becomes a tree. Not a mighty cedar of Lebanon, but a log in the eye of the scoffer. 


Nevertheless, it is the Ark of the Covenant in the form of the Bible that remains the vessel into which the Hope of Mankind was kept safe against the flood. Only this time it is the flood sent forth from the mouth of the dragon to consume the world as foretold in Revelation. Hollywood recently gave awards to the motion picture called “Life of Pie”, not because it had a great plot or a great cast or great “Special Effects”; but because it taught that all religions are to be respected on the grounds that life is better with mythologies than without, no matter how implausible. So that in suggesting that we should embrace all religions and their gods equally, they are teaching that no True God really exists. This is the battle the Churches face against the flood in these days, which is only made worse by the idiosyncrasies of the lamp stands of the churches and the stars, which they project.


But it is not only the Atheists and the Hedonists and the Churches and the Mosques and the Synagogues that fight, as Caesar fought, to control the Spirituality of the world.

“We hold these Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness.”

ARTICLE VII

“The Ratification of the Conventions of nine States, shall be sufficient for the Establishment of this Constitution between the States so Ratifying the Same.


Done in Convention by the Unanimous Consent of the States present the Seventeenth Day of September in the Year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and Eighty seven and of the Independence of the United States of America the Twelfth In witness whereof We have hereunto subscribed our Names.”

The Supreme Court of these United States of America has “decided” that “The Declaration of Independence” is not a document relevant to determinations concerning the Constitution of the United States. Furthermore, they have taken that portion of “Amendment I” of the Constitution, which states, “Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion”; and used it to “Separate” The God of the Founding Fathers from America’s Public Places. And why have they denied the God of the Founders of this once great Land? Because they serve Mighty Men (and Women) sent against this Land in a flood meant to destroy the unalienable rights of Mankind and install themselves as gods over the world. They have usurped and rewritten our laws in ways that would not be permissible under God’s Laws, which they have abandoned and so they have attempted to separate us from our God. The Constitution makes no mention of our right to breath, or to drink, or to take sustenance. Why? Because those needs are “Self Evident”. Likewise, the Founders prohibited any “denomination” of religion from having any legal authority in the wilderness that safeguarded Christ’s Church. But, as evidenced by the signing of The Constitution itself: “in the Year of our Lord” leaves NO DOUBT concerning the nature of their allegiance to The Son and consequently, to The Father. Just as our need for water and food and air were considered to be “Self Evident”, so too was of need for a relationship with our “Creator” key to our right to our freedoms and “Self Evident” in the light of the LAWS of OUR FATHER IN HEAVEN. To remove The Father is to remove our right to freedom itself and therein the purpose of the flood exposed. And WE, in our complacency, have ignored those very laws. This battle of Spirits is over which LAW and which GOD you chose to follow and whether or not you can open your heart to Revelation when it is delivered to you: or whether you and your church will cling to the manicured garden of your doctrine, forsaking the mustard seeds. Will you chose Law or Mammon? Will you take the mark of God or the default mark of he who refuses to pick up The Cross of The Christ Jesus? The word “Armageddon” means “Mountain of the Gospel”. The struggle was engaged many years ago on the road outside your town here at “Battle Mountain”. Just as the Hebrews were enslaved so that they could be freed according to the Will of God and to His Glory, a contingent of slaves was put in bondage in the Promised Land so that those who suffered and died to free them would establish and sanctify the “Law” necessary to free themselves at the height of the flood of Revelation. For nothing you were sold, and without cost I have delivered to you the means of your redemption. God’s Speed

It is for “The Christ” that God has said He would make the world a footstool. Just as importantly, it is in these passages that we begin to understand that neither time nor time line exist as we mortals perceive them.

4. Matt 11:2-6 (HCSB)2 When John heard in prison what the • Messiah was doing, he sent [a message]by his disciples 3 and asked Him, “Are You the One who is to come, or should we expect someone else?” 4 Jesus replied to them, “Go and report to John what you hear and see: 5 the blind see, the lame walk, those with skin diseases are healed,the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the poor are told the good news. 6 And if anyone is not offended because of Me, he is blessed.”

Matt 12:38-42 (HCSB) 38 Then some of the • scribes and • Pharisees said to Him, “Teacher, we want to see a sign from You.” 39 But He answered them, “An evil and adulterous generation demands a sign, but no sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet Jonah. 40 For as Jonah was in the belly of the great fish three days and three nights,so the Son of Man will be in the heart of the earth three days and three nights. 41 The men of Nineveh will stand up at the judgment with this generation and condemn it, because they repented at Jonah’s proclamation; and look—something greater than Jonah is here! 42 The queen of the south will rise up at the judgment with this generation and condemn it, because she came from the ends of the earth to hear the wisdom of Solomon; and look—something greater than Solomon is here!

It is easy to see the paradox in the two conflicting statements if you take them at face value. But if you look to the proximity of one statement to the other, it supports the idea that Mathew saw not conflict. The Jewish people awaited a “Warrior Prince” to free them from the oppression of Rome in the same way today’s self-proclaimed Christians do. That is precisely why that “Generation” was doomed to its fate.

Some will say that the three days and nights that Jesus referred to are the three days He spent in the tomb before He was resurrected. But He was interned on the day before the Sabbath and raised on the morning after the Sabbath. Not three full days and only two nights. Yet, since that day He has been kept alive in the hearts of all those on earth who have attempted to follow Him: 2000 years; 2 days.

5. Luke 23:50-56 (KJV)50 And, behold, there was a man named Joseph, a counsellor; and he was a good man, and a just: 51 (The same had not consented to the counsel and deed of them;) he was of Arimathaea, a city of the Jews: who also himself waited for the kingdom of God. 52 This man went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. 53 And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid. 54 And that day was the preparation, and the sabbath drew on. 55 And the women also, which came with him from Galilee, followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and how his body was laid. 56 And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment.

Luke 24:1-9 (KJV) 1 Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them. 2 And they found the stone rolled away from the sepulchre. 3 And they entered in, and found not the body of the Lord Jesus. 4 And it came to pass, as they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in shining garments: 5 And as they were afraid, and bowed down their faces to the earth, they said unto them, Why seek ye the living among the dead? 6 He is not here, but is risen: remember how he spake unto you when he was yet in Galilee, 7 Saying, The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again. 8 And they remembered his words, 9 And returned from the sepulchre, and told all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest.

Jesus was raised on the third day in accordance to the prophecy.

6. Rev 20:1-6 (KJV)And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. 2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years, 3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. 4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

If the “Age” of The Christ Jesus is three thousand years (a day and a night of the sign of Jonah being like a thousand years), and two thousand years have transpired: in order for Him and those who reign with Him, to reign for a thousand years, they must begin to reign very soon. That is, of course, unless looking around, you see a thousand years within the last two that seem to fit the bill. If you read on from this point in Revelations you will read of the end of days and of Gog and Magog. It is my contention that this is the last “story” and to understand how these two forces are both present in those days and in these, you will have to exercise patience until you have come to that point at which that case is made.

7. Gen 2:1-3 (KJV) 1 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them. 2 And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. 3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

Ex 20:8-11 (KJV) 8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: 11 For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it. Ex 31:17 (KJV)17 It is a sign between me and the children of Israel for ever: for in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed.

If you are willing to believe that there is a God who created all that is, you are then asked by those who interpret the Bible to believe that this same God became tired in the coarse of completing the work. Or you can imagine, that as you will learn if you take up this challenge, all has been explained from the beginning to a conclusion we are about to realize. I promise to walk you through an interpretation that makes sense of Genesis later on, but for now I ask you to consider the meaning of the word “refreshed”. For six thousand years mankind has been evolving to a predicted outcome that was profoundly influenced by an association with a God who revealed Himself to Mankind as Almighty. How that six thousand years is calculated as it relates to “Science” is not relevant to the issue at hand. It is God that has given us a time line that begins as described in the Bible and moves forward and evolves to a timeline that ultimately corresponds to the calendar we use today. It is He who has promised to make a footstool of the enemies of His Christ. It is He who sees a thousand years as a day and it is He who has said that His work was (or would be) accomplished in six days. The result of that work He is said to have found “refreshing”. But don’t be confused by timeline. Remember King David’s assertion that his offspring could be found in his past. All of these ideas converge in the notion that it is in the seventh thousand years of Mankind that Jesus and His followers will begin to seize control over corruption and its sources as a result of God’s work, just as He foretold metaphorically at the beginning of Genesis. It is God who asks through the Prophets “Who has told you these things”. Cause and effect: the predictability of an outcome, not just in “Matter” and in “Energy”, but in Human Nature. This is but one small example of the mosaic which is the Glory of God that you can see if you decide to look further.

8. This wisdom came out of India in the first millennium AD: after the days of the Disciples. It was spread throughout the “Old World” by Islam, to the ultimate benefit of those who collected interest. It is said to have become known in the “New World” two or three hundred years prior to its discovery in India, but it was a “Wisdom” unknown to Israel.

10. If the first six days (6,000 years) of God’s plan were not holy like the seventh and two of those days overlap the “Age” of the Christ, then two of the three days of the Age of Christ Jesus are not of the Sabbath and are therefore not holy, making them unholy. That percentage is 66.6

11. Rev 13:18 (KJV) 18 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six hundred threescore and six.

The Revised Standard Version of the Bible refers to it as a “Human” number. This description coincides with the decimal point found at the beginning of the number .666, which represents a mathematical construct unknown to ancient Israel. It also represents an infinite number and as such it is a philosophical construct, both of which were developed by Mankind.

12. Isaiah 58:13-14 (KJV) 13 If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words: 14 Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.

Matt 12:6-8 (Revised Standard Version) 6 I tell you, something greater than the temple is here. 7 And if you had known what this means, “I desire mercy, and not sacrifice, you would not have condemned the guiltless. 8 For the Son of man is lord of the sabbath.

Rev 5:9-10 (KJV)9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; 10 And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.


There has been much speculation about the nature of the Beast of Revelation. An old college buddy of mine from Missouri believes, to this day, that by shooting a human being who comes to put a number on him that he can gain entrance to Heaven even though the Commandment says, though shalt not kill. Even though such an act is so far removed from the example Jesus gave us. 


The original text of the Bible had no numbered lines. Moreover, most of it was dictated to scribes who then added commas and periods that may or may not reflect the meaning of the sentence. By dissecting the sentence structure of the description of the Beast of Revelation, it becomes easier to see that the act of swiping a bar code has become a number without which Americans are unable to buy and to sell. As for the mark upon the arm and the forehead, they are metaphor for thought and deed, which is “Spirit”. God gives similar marks to those who embrace His Spirit, except that it is a mark of God. So that the mark is a metaphorical mark which indicates the choice one makes in the Battle for Evermore: to follow God and His Law, or to follow the Beast for the earthly rewards of his laws.
